The session 2022-23 began in July-August 2022 with the new admissions joining in.The
Department of History in keeping with the tradition conducted an Orientation Class for the
BA I students who opted for history as a subject.

Regular classes were conducted as per the time table along with the remedial classes
throughout the session. A few classes (voluntary) about the Constitution of India were also
held for the students of the college during the session. A History Club was constituted for
the BA I students with Sankalp Tripathi being appointed as the Chronicler for the same.The
club ensured observance of important days and national festivals by the students over the
year .

The classes for the second and third year students began in September with the sharing of
the syllabus.The Departmental Council was created with the opinion of the students of the
department for all the three years.

World Tourism Day was celebrated on 27th of September 2022 and the Department
conducted an educational tour to the Residency which is an important site related to the
first war of Indian Independence,on the occasion.Mr Ravi Bhatt renowned expert on the
history of Awadh addressed the students and talked in great detail about the Residency and
the role of the Indian patriots in the war of 1857.

The Department also organised a Rozgar Mela in association with the the Students'
Counselling Cell of the college on 29th September 2022.Around 8 companies participated
and more than 100 ex -students participated in the employment fair.35 students were
recruited for placements which was a remarkable achievement for the college in the session
2022-23.

The Department celebrated the World Heritage Week from November 19th to 25th 2022
beginning with a tour to the General wali Kothi, Qaiserbagh. Dr Sanobar Haider, Assistant
Professor - Department of History inaugurated the event and a photograph exhibition on
the occasion. Students of the department participated in an on the spot painting



competition and won several prizes. NCC Cadets also participated in the programme and
won prizes. Many other competitions, documentary shows were organised to observe the
World Heritage Week in the college.

Uda Devi Jayanti was observed online by the department.

The Department also organised the EBSB Utsav 2022 under the EBSB CLUB of the college
on 29th November 2022.

On 30th November 2022, An outreach programme and a National Workshop were
organised by the Department in collaboration with the Indian Culture Portal, Ministry of
Culture-Governmnet of India. Prof. Pradeep Verma chaired the programme and was the
keynote speaker for the day.Other speakers included Ms Rajita Shukla and Ms Chaitali
Basu.Certificates of participation were provided to the members of the staff and the student
participants. On the occasion of Constitution Day a documentary was shown to the
students ,followed by an interactive session. The Department also celebrated the Uttar
Pradesh Diwas on 24/01/23 by organising a quiz contest based on the documentary shown
about the making of the Constitution of India.

Under the G20 series of programmes, the students of the department coordinated and
participated in a Model G20 Conference representing different member countries. A
Cultural Programme and a Fashion Show were also organised to celebrate the spirit of G20
by the department. Students of the Department participated in the Sadak Suraksha
Programmes, NCC, NSS and Rovers Rangers programmes of the college.

Departmental Competitions like ,Slogan writing, poster making, creative writing were
organised and prizes given away to the winners on 21st of February 2022 during the Annual
Function of the college by Sri Sanjay Bhoosereddy, IAS and the Principal of the College Prof.
Suman Gupta.

The session closed for the time with the commencement of the Lucknow University
examinations 2022-23 on 23rd February 2022.

The History Club organised an essay writing programme to commemorate the birth
anniversary of Maharaja Bijli Pasi and the martyrdom the heroes of Kakori Action Day. The
syllabus was completed by the end of January 2023. Revision and Question paper
discussion begun in February 2023.
